Salt to two of the cups (represents the 
chew spit). Make sure players don’t 
see which cups get the salt. 

2. Play a group fact-or-fiction game 
about tobacco—everyone takes turns 
answering the questions. 

3. If your answer is wrong, pick a cup & 
take a drink. Keep the game going for 
multiple rounds using remaining 
cups. The goal is to be the last one 
standing and not having to drink any 
“chew”! 

Sounds disgusting to me, but perhaps a 
great game for young folks considering 
using chewing tobacco.
